PRE-RIDE INFORMATION – ENDURNANCE VET INFO
VET CHECKS:  The head vet for the ride is Melanie Robinson, DVM and she will be assisted by Jayne Aldrich, DVM and third vet will be added if entries warrant.  The head vet will manage treatment as needed each day and will designate the treatment vet if needed.  Both Drs. Are experienced equine vets who are licensed in Colorado and can provide treatment to horses should the need arise. (Let’s hope it doesn’t but if something isn’t right-the sooner your horse gets veterinary care, the better the likely outcome.  Remember, you are responsible for your horses’ safely and well-being, so seek help immediately! ).
*Should your horse require veterinary treatment of any kind, it is your responsibility to take care of payment before you leave the ride site.  Should your horse require further treatment off site, you are responsible for making arrangement for transportation and payment of treatment vets.

ENDURANCE PR/VC Format:  

The two types of PR holds we will use are called:
A.  Stop&Go = You enter the Vet Check directly from the course; present your horse; the Vet takes PR & hydration; you trot away as the vet checks soundness (dismount is optional)
B.  10/50 (10/xx) =  

1) The rider comes to the "IN" timer and gets their time “IN” time and “CheckTime”(10 minutes after IN time) and picks up their vet card.  The rider monitors their own horses pulse.  


2) The riders must present to the Vet within the 10 minutes.  If there is no line at the Vet Station, they go straight in.  The first thing the Vet does is take their PR If there is a line at the Vet Station, the Pulse person will go down the Vet line and take pulse in the order they are lined up.  


3)  If a horse is not recovered at this 10 minute check, they will get a 10 minute penalty and be asked to move to the end of the line.  

4)  The 50 minute hold starts as soon as the horse passes the 10 minute check.

(If you are concerned or confused about the use of this format, see the article written about the use of this 10/50 check.)
ENDURANCE FINISH & BC:  For the 50- & 55-milers we will set up a finish line outside camp for safety should there be a race. There will be NO TIES awarded unless there is a “dead-heat for first”. The finish line judge for the first group of finishers will give each rider a finish slip with their time & rider # on it to give to the IN timer at the barn.  Go directly to the IN timer.  You only have 30 minutes to recover to criteria.  Take your Vet Card from the IN timer.  Monitor your own horses pulse and go to the Vet immediately when you are recovered.  If the finish line is no longer manned when you cross, go directly to the IN timer and your finish time will be adjusted by the average length of time it takes to walk from the finish to the IN timer table.       


Top ten 50- & 55-mile horses may show for Best Condition.  If you wish to show for BC you must present your horse for a CRI within 10 minutes of finish you should complete your entire Vet exam and weigh-out at this time. Dr. Robinson will do the BC evaluations.  Before leaving the vetting area, please weigh-out. The In/OUT timer will record your weight for BC. (NOTE: We will not come looking for you, so if you want your horse considered for BC, make sure you weigh-out otherwise you will not be considered) If you do not wish to stand for BC or are not Top Ten, you must meet criteria and present to the Vet within 30 minutes of completion.  Please tell the timer you are not standing for BC when you leave the vetting area.   
Awards will be given for “Best Vet Score” for all distances.
